Although the environment of the School seems greatly changed, particularly since 
1965, as far as the seeking of advice and letters of reference is concerned, t hese separa­
t ions very probably still have relevance. Certainly, in my mind, t he hint t hat im­
portant subjective features of a student may be as critical as class rank is, if anything, 
r eceiving more national attention today than two or three years ago. This perhaps 
explains why, increasingly, Schools of Medicine attempt to t ransmit anecdotal in­
formation about students to hospitals while playing down objective performance to 
some extent. 

With regard to the Class of 1965, it did appear that "grouping l" (higher class 
rank, etc.) was more apt to consult full t ime fa cul ty and basic science facul ty than 
"grouping 2" . In contrast, the latter students tended to seek advice more from 
clinical faculty, part time facul ty, and friends, family, and wives. The key que,tion 
remains unanswered from t he data to da te, however; i.e., do the3e two groupings 
split apart because of t heir experiences which occurred during medical school or 
because of basic differences in personality and value systems which they brough t with 
t hem to medical school? 

Certain personal and demographic features of students in the Class of 1966 are 
still being analyzed. A preliminary review of the data appears to show that t he 
following fac tors do relate to the choice of internships: (1) having academic goals; 
(2) considering one's financial situation; (3) having children; (4) having exce3s in­
terest bearing debts; (5) having spent a relatively large amount of time as a paid 
extern during medical school years; and (6) being a Maryland re3ident. Although 
financial concern seems apparent in Nos. 2, 3, 4, and 5, it must be stre3sed that those 
students in deepest total debt (including family, federal and bank debt) did not 
all, by any means, seek out high paying house staff posit ions. As a mat ter of fact, 
only 9 of 20 such students were concerned enough about their debt to consider it 
important in selecting an internship. Thus, here too, the question arises: what 
is it in the value structure of students which splits even those in very high total 
debt into two groups, one actively concerned about money in the selection of his 
t raining, t he second disregarding it. 

In conclusion, it seems clear that Maryland students are showing increasng 
interest in major affiliated hospitals, as were students t hroughout the country. Mean­
while, the process by which students seek out advice and letters of reference appears 
a much more active and aggressive one than that of several years ago. The impact 
of a student's personal value system on this process is interesting but admittedly 
difficult to define. In the future, I hope to be able to share more about that with 
readers of the Asclepian.
