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Clowns in medical garb gave out free balloons to youngsters attending the Health Fair at the University of 
Maryland Hospital, Sept. 13. Over 1,000 members of the community participated in the fair which provid­
ed free health tests and promoted good health practices. 

Affluence May _Reduce Service 
For Ethnic Ag~d, Study Finds 
Joe Manelli, 76, has been bedridden for the past 
two years after suffering a near-fatal stroke which 
left the right side of his body paralyzed. Despite his 
poor health and the constant care he requires, Mr. 
Manelli's family refuses to place him in a home for 
the aged. Instead, he continues to live with his son 
and daughter-in-law in the same East Baltimore 
row house he grew up in. His family wouldn't have 
it any other way. 

The Manelli's determination to keep Mr. Manelli 
at home is characteristic of many white ethnic inner 
city families, according to a 1976 University of 
Maryland study. In that study, Associate Professors 
Donald V. Fandetti and Donald E. Gelfand of the 
university's School of Social Work and Community 
Planning report that over half of the people ques­
tioned, all working class· Italian or Polish residents 
of 13altimore City's Highlandtown neighborhood, 
preferred having eJderly relatives , regardless of 
their physical condin'ott, live with the family. 

This was not quite the case, however, when the 
two social work professors conducted a second 
survey earlier this year, this time using a sample of 
106 "upwardly mobile" Italian-Americans living in 
suburban Columbia . The study revealed that, while 
the traditional Italian values stressing the family as 
the primary ,source of assistance still run deep, the 
demands of middle-class life in the suburbs have 
forced more and more white suburban ethnics to 
adopt "modified approaches" to caring for the 
elderly. 

"Increased income and educational levels and 
the pressures of a professional or semi-professional 
career have all contributed to the way in which the 
suburban middle class now views its responsibility 
towards the aged ," explains Dr. Fandetti . As a 
result, over half of the Italian-Americans surveyed 
in Columbia favored their elderly relatives living 
outside of their households, irrespective of the 
older person's physical health . 

While this is in marked contrast to the Baltimore 
City study (in which only 42 percent of those inter­
viewed opted for independent living arrangements 
for the elderly), it does not necessarily indicate an 
erosion of filial responsibility, according to Ors. Gel­
fand and Fandetti. Rather, they insist it represents 
only "an alteration in the manner in which these 
middle-class white ethnics attempt to cope with the 
responsibilities of caring for the elderly." 

The UMAB professors point out that the Catholic 
Church , whose health services have traditionally 
been favored by Italian-Americans for long-term 
care of the aged, retains and even increases its im­
portance among Columbia's suburban ethnics (a 54 
percent preference rating vs. 47 percent in the 
Baltimore sample) . Moreover, the Columbia 
respondents overwhelmingly expressed their will­
ingness to place elderly members of the family in 
nursing homes and other similar facilities run by 
private organizations. 

"The higher socio-economic status of the majori­
ty of those surveyed in Columbia allows them 
greater leeway in choosing how best to provide for 
the care of the aged," says Dr. Fandetti , noting that 
famili"es with incomes over $20,000 were most like­
ly to opt for institutional care for their elderly family 
members. Nearly 20 percent of the Columbia sam­
ple favored this mode of long-term care, as oppos­
ed to a mere two percent of the Baltimore 
respondents. 

What does this shift in health care preference 
mean for those organizations providing long-term 
intensive care for the elderly? Based solely on the 
Columbia sample, it seems to indicate an increased 
demand for formal health care services and long­
term care facilities, according to Ors. Gelfand and 
Fandetti . 

The movement away from such traditional struc­
tures of assistance as the extended family will also 
place additional pressure on community service 
systems. The two associate professors warn that the 
Columbia respondents' preference for private spon­
sorship of long-term health care could lead to the 
development of a multi-tiered system of social ser­
vices for the aged, composed of a "private profit­
making tier used by the middle class, a voluntary 
sectarian tier for the working class and a public tier 
patronized by the poor." 

To avoid the growth of such a multi-tiered 
system, Ors. Gelfand and Fandetti recommend 
strong support for public services for the aged in 
order to overcome their negative image among 
working and middle-class groups . A failure to 
change this image, they conclude , could result in 
public services being used only by the low-income 
aged, a development which could result in a 
substantial decline in the financial resources 
available to these institutions and a subsequent 
reduction in the quality of services they deliver. 

Estates Benefit 
Two Schools 
The schools of Medicine and Nursing have received 
bequests totaling $829,196 from the estates of 
John A. and Sara A. Whitehurst . The bequests are 
to be used for medical research and nursing 
scholarships . 

The late Mr. Whitehurst , who died in 1966, was 
a Baltimore industrialist who owned and operated 
the Burt Machine Company among other business 
interests. His gift to the university totals $553 ,671. 

Mrs. Whitehurst, who passed away in 1971 , was 
the first woman ever to serve on the university's 
Board of Regents . When she retired in 1966 after 
30 years of service, she was the board's senior 
member , having served previously as its secretary 
and vice chairwoman and chairwoman of the 
Budget Committee and the Committee for the 
University's Professional Schools. 

A former president of the 11 million-member 
General Federation of Women's Clubs, Mrs. 
Whitehurst also served in an advisory capacity on 
31 national boards . Her bequest to the schools of 
Medicine and Nursing totals $275,525. 

Pro/. H~ld_ at Border 
Ordinarily, getting into and out of a country is a fair­
ly routine matter. As you pass through customs, 
you are asked if you have anything to declare . 
Your luggage is searched. And then, unless you've 
been caught trying to smuggle illegal drugs or some 
other form of contraband, you're in ... or out. 

But when the country you are trying to enter 
happens to be communist-controlled, getting in is 
suddenly not quite so easy, as Hungdah Chiu, a 
professor at the School of Law, found out. 

Professor Chiu was planning to travel from 
Zurich , Switzerland to Yugoslavia's capital, 
Belgrade, to attend the 59th conference of the In­
ternational Law Association . When the interna­
tional law specialist applied for a visa , however, he 
was refused . 

"My passport really held things up," Professor 
Chiu explains. It seems that although he is from the 
United States, Professor Chiu was travelling on a 
passport from the Republic of China , his native 
country and a nation not exactly held in high 
esteem in communist circles. 

"I really didn't think they were going to let me 
in ," Professor Chiu recalls. Yugoslavia was forced 
to relent , however, when the entire United States 
delegation to the conference threatened to boycott 
the proceedings in support of the law professor. 

Despite his problems obtaining a visa , Professor 
Chiu says that he found Yugoslavia to be a 
"thoroughly charming" country with a surprisingly 
relaxed atmosphere. 

"Yugoslavia is a very strange communist coun­
try," he -notes. "While it is very clean and ordered, 
both trademarks of communist rule, it is 
nonetheless very Westernized." The Yugoslav peo­
ple, according to Professor Chiu, were particularly 
friendly and not at all adverse to talking about 
politics and religion - two subjects traditionally an 
anathema in communist countries. 

The international law conference which had 
brought Professor Chiu to Yugoslavia was also sur­
prisingly open and frank. The more than 600 
delegates who had gathered in Belgrade discussed 
such far-reaching topics as air and space law, the 
new international economic order, monetary law 
and international terrorism . 

Professor Chiu was even paid back for his visa 
problems by the Republic of China. The Chinese 
Nationalist delegate arrived late at the conference 
and Professor Chiu was invited to attend the Coun­
cil Meeting, which is open to only one delegate 
from each country, on his behalf. 

"This was a great honor," Professor Chiu says. 
"It even made all of the problems getting into 
Yugoslavia worthwhile ."
