Abstract: 
The E. [Eleazar] Parmly Brown Papers contains materials relating to Brown’s work as a dentist, inventor of dental tools, and educator. The papers span from 1874 to 1929 with the bulk of the materials dating from 1876 to 1888. The collection includes two scrapbooks with patents and agreements relating to some of Brown’s many inventions and correspondence regarding the sales of Brown’s tools by the S.S. White Dental Manufacturing Company. The collection also includes correspondence regarding Brown’s instruction at the Maryland Dental College (Baltimore), the Baltimore College of Dental Surgery, Dental Society meetings, and on teaching tours in Europe. The collection includes manuscripts of Brown’s publications, lectures, and speeches. 
Biographical History: 
Eleazar Parmly Brown was born December 20, 1844, in Luraysville, Pa. to Solyman and Elizabeth S. [Butler] Brown. Solyman Brown, AM, DD, MD, DDS, was an influential dentist who helped establish the first dental society and dental journal in the United States. He received an Honorary Degree from the Baltimore College of Dental Surgery in 1841. 

E. Parmly Brown received his education first at NY Public Schools, then at Professor I.N. Bragg’s Classical and Commercial Academy, and finally studied with his uncle, A. [Augustus] Woodruff Brown, DDS, to become a dentist. During the American Civil War, Brown served with the 159 Regiment of the New York Volunteer Infantry of the Union Army. He mustered out as a first lieutenant on October 25, 1865. 

Following the Civil War, Brown was recruited to manage the S.S. White Dental Manufacturing Company’s dental depot; he remained with the company until 1869. Brown married Mary Anna Lawrence on December 19, 1867; together they had 8 children: Lela Brown, Mabel Brown, Anna Belle Brown Smock, H. Courtney Brown, Judge Enu Brown, Chapin Lloyd Brown, and Anthony Winchester Brown. He opened his own dental practice in New York City in 1969; he later moved the practice to Flushing, NY. 

In addition to Brown’s successful dental practice, he was the inventor of several dental tools including universal rubber-dam clamp, revolving dental cabinet, depressed rubber dam, heroic chisels, three-edged chisels, retaining-pit drills, contouring files, electric plugger points, and composition-silver strips. His inventions were shown at the 1876 International Exhibition in Philadelphia, earning him the Centennial Bronze Medal and certificate of award for specimens of operative dentistry. Brown was known worldwide for his work in operative dentistry and specialized in contour gold-building. He was one of the first dentists to adopt the electric mallet for general use and became a leading demonstrator of its use. 

For 30 years, Brown was a regular clinical instructor for the Baltimore College of Dental Surgery and was a close friend to Dean Richard Bayly Winder, MD, DDS. Brown received an honorary degree from the school in 1879. He also traveled to Europe to provide clinical instruction in France, London, and other cities in Great Britain. He continued practicing dentistry until the summer of 1914 when he suffered injuries to his leg and spine after a train accident. Following his retirement, he continued to suffer from poor health and later in life was confined to his bed. He died January 14, 1916, of a paralytic stroke.

This collection is organized into four (4) series: 1) Scrapbooks, 1820-1929 and undated; 2) Letters 1874-1889, and undated; 3) Business and Teaching, 1876-1894; and 4) Manuscripts 1882-1906, and undated. 

Series 1 – Scrapbooks, 1820-1929 and Undated
Box 1, Folders 1-35; Box 2

Series 1 contains two scrapbooks. The contents of the scrapbooks have been removed from the volumes because they were in poor condition, but the order of the contents was maintained. Scans of the scrapbooks were taken before conservation work occurred and are available for consultation upon request; additionally, the empty scrapbook volumes are kept in box 2. 

The first scrapbook contains genealogical items including photographs and portraits, obituaries and memoirs, and an inventory of the Brown Family estate. The second scrapbook contains items documenting E. Parmly Brown’s inventions, including photographs and patents. It also contains stenographers’ minutes from a New York Supreme Court Case Meyer L. Rhein vs. Thomas J. Thomas in 1886 to 1887. Finally, the second scrapbook contains letters and correspondence including support of alumni of Maryland Dental College for an honorary degree to E. Parmly Brown and correspondence between Brown and Marshall H. Webb on dental clinic courses.

[Richard Baylay] Winder, MD, DDS, founder and dean of Maryland Dental College and later dean of Baltimore College of Dental Surgery and 2) Samuel Stockton White and the trustees and officers of S.S. White Dental Manufacturing Company. 

The letters from R.B. Winder mostly relate to Brown’s clinical instruction in the Maryland Dental College and later the Baltimore College of Dental Surgery as well as attendance and instruction at various dental society meetings. Researchers interested in these letters should also look at the letters from Marshall H. Webb in the Scrapbook series as Webb and Brown partnered in some of the clinical sessions at the dental colleges.

Acquisition: 
Records do not indicate how this collection was acquired but signs point to it being donated to the University or the Grieves Library by E. Parmly Brown’s son, Lawrence Parmly Brown, 1889 graduate of the Baltimore College of Dental Surgery. Lawrence Brown was a dental historian and the historian of the Baltimore College of Dental Surgery at the time of his death in 1936.
