The next day, Nov. 22, was Thanksgiving. The
American community had planned its annual
Thanksgiving dinner and Mrs. Reisen had prepared
several turkeys for it. Most of the ICMR personnel
were at home due to the holiday. However, that
morning Dr. Reisen and the other American scien-
tists were called and informed that a group of
young students had marched to the ICMR building
and had tried to encourage the Pakistani medical
students on campus to join them. The medical
students refused and helped diffuse the crowd
which proceeded to the American Express travel
office and burned it. The ICMR building received
no damage. As a precaution, ICMR personnel
removed its vehicles form the parking lot and hid
them and moved important research data to a safe
location.

At 11 a.m. Dr. Reisen and his family received of-
ficial word from the American Consulate that Presi-
dent Carter had ordered the evacuation of all “non-
essential personnel” from Pakistan. Although. Dr.
Reisen, along with Drs. David Nalin, Richard Sakai
and Curtis Hayes of the ICMR, was considered

Establishes Annual Lecture

As one of two women who graduated in the
Class of 1927, Dr. Lenson-Lambros was among
the first female graduates of the School of
Medicine. She began her practice of family
medicine in 1931, opening her office with a free bi-
weekly baby clinic. Over the years her practice grew
to include men as well as women and children as
reservations about her gender disappeared. She
practiced family medicine for 50 years, retiring in
1975 at age 79. In 1973 she became a fellow of the
American Academy of Family Medicine.

At a recent dinner given by the Medical Alumni
Association to honor Dr. Lenson-Lambros, Dr.
John Dennis, dean of the School of Medicine, ex-
pressed his gratitude to her “for devoting her life to
helping others and continuing to do so with her lec-
ture.” Dr. Edward Kovalewski, chairman of the
Department of Family Medicine, presented Dr.
Lenson-Lambros with a framed reproduction of a
recent article about her which appeared in The
Sunday Sun magazine.

In her remarks, Dr. Lenson-Lambros thanked
the School of Medicine for “giving me the diploma
which made my dreams come true.” She praised
the practice of family medicine and the opportunity
it provides to follow the patient from the unborn
child through aged life.

“The rapport between the patient and the family
physician is one based upon confidence, respect
and love,” she said. “I urge young medical students
to enter family medicine.”

Dr. Lenson-Lambros acknowledged three
women at the dinner whom she said “currently
hold positions formally reserved for those of the
male persuasion.” They are Dr. Virginia Huffer, the
first woman president of the Medical Alumni
Association in its 103-year existence; Ms. Jean

Goral, first woman executive director of the
Medical Alumni Association; and Dr. Paula
Leonard-Schwartz, chief resident in family

medicine at University Hospital.

Dr. Lenson-Lambros’ gift makes her eligible for
the Medical Alumni Association’s John Beale
Davidge Alliance and the President’s Club.

“essential,” his wife and two children were not.
They were to gather at 5:30 p.m. for the evacua-
tion. In the meantime, the Reisen’s had several
friends over to eat the turkey prepared for the
cancelled Thanksgiving party.

At 5:30 p.m. Dr. Reisen saw his family off with
39 other Americans, including the family. of Dr.

. Curtis Hayes.- A police convoy took them to the air-

port where they boarded a Pakistan International
Airlines plane and flew to Islamabad. They spent
the night in Islamabad, which Dr. Reisen admitted
made him feel “a bit concerned” for their safety.
The next morning an American 747 brought them
to Dulles Airport, via Frankfurt.

Dr. Reisen expected to be separated from his
family for some time. However, the day after they
departed he received an urgent cable that his
mother in New Jersey had suffered a serious heart
attack and he was needed at home immediately.
The attack had occurred while his mother was
watching news coverage of the incidents in
Pakistan. Dr. Reisen was able to get a flight home
and now reports that his mother is recovering
satisfactorily.

Dr. Reisen emphasizes that many Pakistanis do
not have anti-American feelings. The Pakistani
employees of the ICMR continued to work through
the crisis and it was the Pakistani medical students
who helped protect the ICMR building. During the
troubled days in Lahore many of his Pakistani
friends called to apologize and offer condcienees.

Until the Iranian hostage situation is settled, the
families of the School of Medicine scientists will not
return to Lahore. As for the scientists themselves,
their work continues under unsure circumstances.

D D Law Project
Receives Major Grant

The School of Law’s Developmental Disabilities
Law Project (DDLP) has received a major grant
from the Department of Health, Education and
Welfare to design, implement and oversee the
operation of a telecommunications network design-
ed to link protection and advocacy systems and
their legal support centers in all 50 states and four
territories. The grant is for $250,000 per year over
the next three years.

The HEW grant will serve “to create a true in-
terlocking network of P&A’s (protection and ad-
vocacy systems) and training and technical
assistance programs,” according to Robert L.
Burgdorf, the director of the DD Law Project.

Mr. Burgdorf noted that, although the flow of in-
formation to and from the P&A’s has increased

.significantly over the past year, “true coordination

throughout the P&A service system has been
hampered by the costs, inefficiencies and other
limitations of the U.S. mails, face-to-face meetings
and one-to-one telephone communications. (Con-
sequently), our coordination efforts have produc-
ed, at best, a quasi-network of P&A systems.”

Through the new grant, the DD Law Project will
conduct an extensive evaluation of the information
and communications needs of each P&A system
and the types of telecommunications equipment
presently available to meet those needs. That
equipment would include such items as slow scan
television, electronic mailboxes, teletype and
telewriting machines and video tapes and discs.

Based on this evaluation, a P&A Telecom-
munications Network Plan describing the steps to
be taken in initiating, expanding and completing
the P&A network will then be developed by the
DDLP. Mr. Burgdorf explained that plans presently
call for the network to be phased in over the three-
year life of the grant, although “a significant por-
tion” of the network should be operational by the
end of the first year of grant implementation.

“It is foreseeable,” he stated, “that a network of
some 12 or 15 stations around the country could be
linked together by computer terminals serving as
electronic mailboxes, by a facsimile reproduction
system and by audio teleconferencing equipment
within the resources allocated for equipment during
the first grant year.”

Once the Network Plan has been devised, ap-
propriate telecommunications equipment will be
purchased and installed at selected P&A sites
throughout the country. The DD Law Project will
oversee the installation of this equipment, as well as
the training of the P&A personnel who will be
operating it. The DDLP will also be responsible for
monitoring the use of the telecommunications
systems to determine whether the systems are pro-
ving useful to the P&A’s and how the systems
might be improved.

Following a re-evaluation of the Network Plan at
the end of the first-year of grant implementation,
the telecommunications network will be expanded
until equipment has been installed in each state and
territorial P&A, as well as in the central offices of
the National Protection and Advocacy Coor-
dinating Committee and the Bureau of
Developmental Disabilities. '

The telecommunications grant represents a fur-
ther extension of the coordinating function assum-
ed by the DD Law Project in October 1978 when it
received a grant of national significance for the
coordination of regional and national training and
technical assistance providers to state P&A
systems. Moreover, the new grant indicates “a
significant federal investment in the growth of P&A
systems as a means of providing legal and com-
munity services to disabled individuals,” according
to Mr. Burgdorf.

The DD law Project’s Director concluded that the
telecommunications ' network resulting from the
new HEW grant “will permit more efficient com-
munication and a free flow of information and
materials to all parts of the country.

Brigadier General Hazel W. Johnson, the chief
of the United States Army Nurse Corps, recently
spoke at the School -of Nursing on the knowledge

and skills needed by nursing administrators.
General Johnson’s address was delivered in con-
junction with a practicum in nursing service ad-
ministration taught by Dr. Joseph R. Proulx, an
associate professor at the School of Nursing.

A career army nurse, General Johnson is the
former director of the Walter Reed Army Institute of
Nursing (WRAIN). The WRAIN program, which
was established in 1964 through a contractual ar-
rangement between the University of Maryland and
the Department of the Army, was the first School of
Nursing program through which qualified
undergraduate students could complete their nurs-
ing degree requirements in a decentralized setting.
The program was forced to close in 1978 in
response to armed services program and personnel
cutbacks.

General Johnson is a graduate of Villanova
University ((B.S., 1959) and Teacher’s College at
Columbia University (M.S., 1963), and earned her
doctoral degree from the Catholic University in
1978. She was serving as the Chief of Nursing at
the U.S. Army Hospital in Seoul, South Korea
when she received her appointment as Chief of the
Army Nurse Corps, making her the first black
woman general in the history of the U.S. Army.

Dr. Ralph Shangraw, chairman of the Phar-
maceutics Department, and Dean Kinnard are
shorwn with Mr. Larry D. Brady of the FMC Cor-
poration. The check was presented to the school
by the FMC Foundation.

Dean Kinnard of the School of Pharmacy was
presented with a check for $25,000 by Dr. Larry D.
Brady, manager of FMC Corporation’s Food and
Pharmaceutical Products Division, at an informal
reception held in the school on Nov. 29, 1979. The
$25,000 was a grant from the FMC Foundation to
support the purchase of equipment for research in
pharmaceutical technology.

The gift is an acknowledgement by the FMC Cor-
poration of the contribution of the School’s Depart-
ment of Pharmaceutics to research in industrial
pharmacy, particularly in the evaluation of phar-
maceutical excipients and the design of solid
dosage forms. The research team has been directed
by Dr. Ralph S. Shangraw, chairman and professor
of pharmaceutics, for 20 years. The relationship
between the School and the FMC Corporation
started in the early '60s when Dr. Shangraw and his
graduate students realized the unique potential of
Avicel® (Microcrystalline cellulose) and authored
the first article in the pharmaceutical literature on its
use in tabletting. Since that time Dr. Shangraw, Dr.
Augsburger, Dr. Hollenbeck and numerous
graduate students have studied many other FMC
products and made many significant contributions
to tablet and capsule technology.

In 1978 the School of Pharmacy hosted a one
week intensive course in tabletting for world-wide
distributors of Avicel® | and in 1979 Dr. Shangraw
lectured in Europe to FMC groups.

The Health Science Library has been awarded. a
grant of $72,000 by the National Library of
Medicine - to establish “ a Geriatric Learning
Resources Development Program. Cyril C.H.
Feng, director of the Health Sciences Library, is
principal investigator and Dr. Murray Kappelman,
associate .dean for Education and Special Pro-
grams, School of Medicine, serves as co-principal
investigator of the project.

Major program activities will include improve-
ment of library resources in the area of aging and
creation of a model of information outreach in the
field of aging.

Project activities will be coordinated with the
Area Health Education Center (AHEC) program
efforts. The Office of Medical Education will pro-
vide resources and expertise in the areas of
audiovisuals and self-instructional materials as well
as program assessment and evaluation.

Tapping the resources of the OME as well as its
own collection of books and journals, the Health
Sciences Library will seek to generate interest in
continuing education activities for health profes-
sionals. The project will also be supported by the
services and expertise of an information specialist to
be based at the Health Sciences Library and an

outreach librarian to work in.the field.
