IN MEMORIAM - JOHN GOLDMEIER, PROFESSOR EMERITUS

Dorothy Goldmeier sa id one of her 
fo ndest memorie of her husband , 
John , is of him sitting in his blue 
recliner reading The New York Times and 
listening to Mozart o r Schubert. 

Dr. Goldmeier, a profe r at the 
University of Maryland School of Social 
Work fo r 30 years and a member of the 
Columbia Jewi h Congregation, died 
May 11 at John Hopkins Hospital. 

Born in Frankfurt, Germany, in 
1928, Dr. Goldmeier and his brother 
fled to England to e cape Jewish 
per ecution by the Nazi . With his 
mother and brother, Dr. Goldmeier 
moved to New York C ity at the aoe of 16. 

There, he worked a variety of jobs - including positions as diamond cutter, 
library clerk, and process serve r in a law firm while attending night chool at C ity 
College of New York. He earned a bachelor' degree fro m the college in 195 l. 

A yea r la ter, Dr. Goldmeier ea rned a master's degree in socia l work from 
Tulane Univer ity in New Orleans. 

From 1952 to 1955 , he se rved in the U.S. Army during the Korean War. While 
stati oned in Orleans, France, Dr. Goldmeier developed a mental health program fo r 
soldiers and children in military schools. 

Dr. Goldmeier earned his doctorate in philosophy from the U niver ity of 
C hicago in 1966. He caught fo r three yea rs as an ass i ca ne professor and supervised 
social work students at a children's hospital. 

The Goldmeier fa mily moved to Columbia in 1969 when Dr. Goldmeier began 
hi career at the University of Maryland 's chool of ocial Wo rk in Baltimore, 
where he caught clinical soc ial work. 

During his yea rs as a professor, he helped to establi h Hamilton House, a 
Baltimore-based halfway house fo r fo ren ic patients who were transferred fro m 
C lifton T. Perkins Hospital Center in Jessup and other state facilities. 

"le provided a bridge for mentally ill offenders between the hospital and the 
community," sa id Ralph Schwartz, a fo rmer director of the Hamilton Hou e. Mr. 
Schwartz said Dr. G oldmeier ran therapy groups at the halfway hou e. He de cri bed 
Dr. Goldmeier as a "mensch" - a Yiddish term which means an honorable person. 

Dr. G oldmeier also erved stints as a visiting professor at universities and 
research o rgani za ti on in l rael , G ermany and England . He publi hed several 
articles and a book on clinical ocial work practice and mental health i ues. He al o 
was a consultant at Clifton T. Perkins Ho pical Center.
